Guitar chord shapes used in this song:
(Normal tuning / capo 5th fret or as you prefer)
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There are one or two important ‘runs’ on the bass line, and a couple of finger flicks to look out for.

Most notably:

the opening verse sequence which begins with the Dm7 shape, runs via a G bass note to the Cmaj7
the line “all I had were men and machines” runs down from a G bass note to an F# bass note

Furthermore the C and Fmaj7 chords frequently use a ‘2nd finger flick’ technique whereby the chord is slightly altered by the brief removal of the 2nd finger from the chord.
